Canadian Place Names Compilation
The Canadian Place Names File was compiled to be used to cartographically represent Canadian place names and the population distribution of Canada using point symbols and place name labels at a variety of scales. The Canadian Place Names file contains the location, name, and estimated population for just over 10,000 populated places.  
Three rules were followed in order to make the file easier to manage and modify for alternate uses. These rules were: 
1. Each record in the file is labeled with a single name.

2. Each record in the file refers to a mutually exclusive location. 

3. Each record in the file refers to a mutually exclusive proportion of the population of Canada.

The process for creating the Canadian Place Names data set involved visually identifying population cores or settlement patterns from source imagery or map products, and assigned them a name and a population value.

The name selection process used the Statistics Canada Census Subdivision (CSD) geography to group the potential place names obtained from the CGNDB. Starting with the highest population CSD in a given province or territory, the largest population core within that CSD is identified using remote sensing imagery or topographic maps, an appropriate name is assigned, and a population is assigned. 

Each CSD was labeled in descending order of population before moving onto the next province or territory. Each CSD was considered cartographically represented when at least one of the following conditions was true:

1. Additional places within a given CSD cannot be accommodated by the cartographic selection.

2. No further concentration of population can be identified 

3. There are no more appropriate names.

4. At least 50% of the CSD population is accounted for

Each scale representation (1:500 000, 1:1 000 000 and 1:2 000 000) is a reduction in the number of places shown at the larger scale. The reduction followed two rules:
1. Once a populated place appears at a given scale it must appear at all larger scales.

2. Where there is cartographic crowding at a given scale on the map, the selection will prefer to show places with higher populations.

These rules ensure that relationship between name and population remains constant across a range of map scales, even though the selection of places being shown may change.

Unexpected Results - Although the selection process described above works well for the vast majority of places in Canada there are a small number of cases which produce what may be considered unexpected results. 

Large area CSDs with multiple population cores visible at a map scale of 1:500 000 do not appear in the populated place file. Some examples are, Miramichi, Cape Breton, Greater Sudbury, Saguenay and Temiskaming Shores.  These names refer to administrative areas large enough to accommodate a number of identifiable population cores. Following the file design rules, each proportion of Canada’s population is assigned to only one name. Once these detailed population cores have been identified and attributed, the population cannot be assigned to another name. This means that the populated place selection and cartographic representation can only be used effectively at a range of scales between roughly 1:500 000 and 1:2 000 000. At smaller scales large area CSDs may be more appropriate to label with the municipal names.

Canadian Place Names Integration with 1:1,000,000 National Frameworks Data

Names integration quality control was performed to ensure satisfactory integration of the selected Canadian place names with the other 1:1,000,000 National Framework data layers.  All of the point locations were checked to verify that they fell on land, in the correct CSD, and to see if they fell in a protected area. In the cases where it was determined that the point fell in water the point was moved to its correct location on land. Points falling in the wrong CSD were also moved to their correct CSD. When a point fell in a protected area it was visually verified, as some protected areas do contain named places.
Quality Control was also performed by comparing the points from the previous version of the place names file (approximately 3,000 names) with the new points that correspond and visually verifying those that crossed features (roads, rails, river lines, boundaries).  Then all points with a population of 5000 or more and all points at or above 55°N were visually verify using imagery where available.

Quality Control by Names Board and Corrections

The newly compiled and integrated place names data was divided into provinces and territories, and the Geographic Names Board of Canada (GNBC) members in the provinces and territories were asked to check the names to identify any gross errors or omissions.  Where possible the GNBC members provided feedback from which corrections were made to the data set. Names that were added from this process step are the most recent official name for this place and were also forwarded to the Geographic Names Section for inclusion in the CGNDB.
